Component 3: Analysis of the Decision 

 

This two-page letter is the official response to the complainant's allegations against the 
state's intelligence services. 

●​ Process Confirmation: The letter confirms the complaint was received and forwarded to 
the "commissie van toezicht betreffende de inlichtingen- en veiligheidsdiensten" (CTIVD, 
the Review Committee on the Intelligence and Security Services). It also confirms the 
CTIVD conducted an investigation, which included file research and hearing the 
complainant ("u gehoord"). 

●​ The Allegations: The letter summarizes the complaint as: 
1.​ The AIVD knows about the abuse of the complainant and his wife and is hiding this 

information. 
2.​ Employees of the BVD (the former AIVD) were involved in the complainant's alleged 

drugging in 1976. 
●​ The CTIVD's Findings: The letter reports that the CTIVD's investigation found no 

evidence ("geen aanwijzing") for either of the complainant's allegations. 
●​ The CTIVD's Advice: Based on its findings, the CTIVD advised the Minister to "declare 

the complaint unfounded on all parts" ("de klacht op alle onderdelen ongegrond te 
verklaren"). 

●​ The Final Decision: The Minister, accepting the CTIVD's advice, formally rules: "verklaar 
ik de klacht op alle onderdelen ongegrond" (I declare the complaint unfounded on all 
parts). 

●​ Foreclosure of Remedy: The Minister concludes by advising the complainant that his 
only remaining path is to submit the same complaint to the National Ombudsman (an 
avenue that other evidence shows was also rejected). 

 

Conclusion 

 

This document is the official, final rejection of the complaint made to the Ministry of the 
Interior and the intelligence oversight body (CTIVD). 

It demonstrates that this specific domestic remedy was pursued and subsequently denied, 
with the State officially declaring the complaint "unfounded." This substantiates the 
"Rejection" noted in the 2008 entry in the complaint's table of obstructed remedies.
