Component 1: Official Rejection Letter 

 

This document is the official response from the Ministry of Justice and Security to the 
complainant's correspondence, which was forwarded via the State Counsel (Landsadvocaat). 



 



Component 2: Analysis of the Decision 

 

This letter is the formal rejection of the complainant's claims and request for arbitration. 

●​ Process Confirmation: The Ministry confirms receipt of the complainant's formal 
correspondence from January 17 and 21, 2025.​
 

●​ The Allegations: It acknowledges the core of the complaint: that the complainant claims 
to be a victim of the Ministry of Justice's actions 3and believes he is entitled to 
compensation from the State.​
 

●​ The Decision (Refusal to Engage): The Ministry's official response is a direct refusal to 
engage with the substance of the complaint, stating it "geen reden zie om inhoudelijk te 
reageren" (see[s] no reason to respond substantively).​
 

●​ The Justification (Dismissal): The Ministry justifies this refusal by claiming the 
correspondence is "onvoldoende onderbouwd" (insufficiently substantiated) and 
therefore "geen enkel aanknopingspunt biedt" (offers no basis whatsoever) for assuming 
State liability.​
 

●​ Foreclosure of Remedy: The Ministry explicitly denies any grounds for compensation 
and concludes by advising the complainant to "contact een advocaat" (contact a lawyer).​
 

 

Conclusion 

 

This document is the State's formal, final rejection of the complainant's claims. It 
substantiates the entry in the UNCAT complaint's table of obstructed remedies by providing 
the official letter (Ref: 6155331) that: 

1.​ Refused to "respond substantively." 
2.​ Dismissed the claims as "insufficiently substantiated." 
3.​ Denied all liability. 
4.​ Advised the complainant to seek a lawyer, thereby closing this domestic door to redress. 
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
