Component 2: Analysis of the Decision 

 

This letter, dated November 13, 2025, is the State's definitive refusal to engage with the formal 
Notice of Liability. 

 
●​ Process Confirmation: The Ministry confirms receipt of the complainant's October 

correspondence regarding the "aansprakelijkstelling van de Staat" (holding the State 
liable).​
 

●​ The Decision (Final Refusal): The Ministry explicitly refuses to provide a new or 
substantive response. Instead, it states, "verwijs ik u naar de reactie van 4 februari 2025" 
(I refer you to the response of February 4, 2025).​
 

●​ Reiterated Justification: It repeats the previous rejection's reasoning: that the claims 
are "onvoldoende... onderbouwd" (insufficiently substantiated) and offer "geen enkel 
aanknopingspunt" (no basis whatsoever) for state liability.​
 

●​ Foreclosure of Remedy: The Ministry concludes by stating it has "hieraan... niets toe te 
voegen" (nothing to add to this) 11and, for the final time, advises the complainant to seek 
a lawyer.​
 

 

Conclusion 

 

This document is the State's final act of rejection, issued in response to a formal Notice of 
Liability. 

 
It directly substantiates the claim in the UNCAT complaint: that after the deadline for a 
response passed, the State issued a final letter (Ref: 6885286) which "refused to engage 
substantively" and simply "repeated its cynical advice to 'seek a lawyer". This letter confirms 
the "absolute and irreversible foreclosure of all domestic remedies". 
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
