Component 2: Analysis of the Decision 

 

This letter provides two key pieces of evidence: 

1.​ Confirmation of the 2005 Rejection: The letter explicitly references a previous 
rejection, stating, "I cannot add or say anything different than what was already done in 
the letter of 21 October 2005". This confirms the first rejection noted in the complaint's 
timeline.​
 

2.​ The 2008/2009 Rejection: The letter provides a final, definitive decision on the 2008 
complaint. 
○​ The Decision: The Ombudsman states, "De Nationale ombudsman zal geen 

onderzoek instellen naar uw klacht..." (The National Ombudsman will not institute 
an investigation into your complaint...).​
 

○​ Reason for Rejection: The Ombudsman justifies this refusal by stating he "heeft 
niet de taak en bevoegdheid in een kwestie als deze onderzoek te doen" (does not 
have the task and authority to conduct an investigation in a matter such as this). 
This directly supports the claim of "jurisdictional limitations" cited in the complaint's 
table of obstructed remedies.​
 

○​ Foreclosure of Remedy: The Ombudsman concludes by stating that any "new 
requests with a comparable aim" will "no longer be responded to substantively" 
("niet meer inhoudelijk zal reageren"). The office will simply file them without 
notifying the complainant. This constitutes a final and total closure of this domestic 
remedy.​
 

 

Conclusion 

 

This single document substantiates the rejections from the National Ombudsman in both 
2005 (by reference) and 2008 (by direct ruling). 

 
It officially confirms that this avenue for redress is closed, with the state body claiming it lacks 
the "task and authority" (jurisdiction) to investigate the complaint. 
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
